Managing Exchange Rate Risks ) .

The price of one country's currency in terms of another
country is called the exchange rate. If the currency of one country
depreciates (drops in value), there will be a corresponding

appreciation of value in other country's currency. Depreciation
occurs when it takes more Domestic currency to purchase the

foreign currency of another country. Appreciation is just the opposite; the Domestic
currency is able to purchase more units of the other country's foreign currency. Since
most currencies are valued according to the market price, there are constant changes to
exchange rates. This gives rise to exchange rate risk.

The value of a country’s currency can rise or fall based on the overall health of
its economy, political stability, rate of inflation and other events. The stronger and
more stable a country and its economy, the more valuable its currency. As we all know,
currency rates are constantly fluctuating, which can make conducting predictable
business using foreign currencies challenging.

For example:

If you are a Seller and require your business to price goods for sale in a foreign
currency, and the value of that currency falls by the time you receive payment, you will
get less than the expected Sri Lanka Rupees. Additionally, if you need to exchange Sri
Lanka Rupees for a foreign currency in order to pay for your imports, you may find
your outgoings increase if the supplier’s currency has increased in value. Exchange
rates can hurt your bottom line if you don’t plan for them in advance.

Companies that conduct transactions across international lines are exposed to
the risk associated with dealing in foreign currencies. It is the risk that a company
doing business abroad will lose money if the foreign exchange rate between the home
and foreign country changes negatively during the course of a transaction. This is
called the foreign exchange rate risk and must be managed effectively to protect the
home company's exposure to adverse changes in the foreign exchange market.

All those involved in any foreign currency transaction must be “aware” of the
exposure to a loss through de-valuation or re-valuation of currencies, against each
other.

Aware means of knowledge that ‘Exchange Risk’ can be covered if necessary.
This does not mean that either banker or customer should be frightened or over -
cautious of Foreign exchange exposure

Exchange Rate

Exchange Rate is the price of one currency expressed in terms of another
currency. The exchange rate may be defined as the amount of foreign currency that
may be bought for one unit of domestic currency (Direct quotation) or as the cost in
domestic currency of purchasing one unit of the foreign currency (Indirect quotation).

The latter is used in Sri Lanka. If we try to quote direct quotation for our
currency, the foreign currency amount will be in 0.00 decimals. Practically it is very
difficultto use.

eg: 1LKR = USDO0.00716322

1 US Dollar LKR 139.6020

IfitisinUK, Direct quotation: The value of a unit of the foreign currency is
expressed in terms of the local currency.

1 US Dollar =GB Pounds 0.5090
Indirect quotation:

The value of aunit of the local currency is expressed in terms of a foreign currency.
1 GB Pound =US Dollar 1.9650

Since the Sri Lanka rupee is not a fully convertible currency and not traded in
the foreign exchange markets, our imports and exports are invoiced in foreign
currencies, thus the exchange risk to local exporters and importers in the event of
adverse movement in the rates of exchange of the foreign currencies against the Sri
Lanka Rupee.

The risk commences from the time the price is agreed and the contract is
concluded and continues till the payment is made or received. For Sri Lankan
exporters and importers a currency other than Sri Lanka Rupee is a foreign currency




Factors affecting Exchange Rates

Economic Demand and

Demand and Supply
Demand/ supply will determine the exchange rate of a currency which is fully
convertible.

Balance of Payments

Balance of payments mainly the Trade Account and invisibles will affect the
exchange rate of a currency. If goods of a country is in demand in other countries then
there will be a demand for that currency and this will result in the appreciation of the
value of that currency againstother currencies
eg: Japanese Yen

Rate of Inflation

Rate of inflation affects the exchange rate of a country due to high inflation and
the cost of production of goods in that country will be higher when compared to other
countries and this will result in decline in exports from that country. Less exports
means lesser demand for that currency and the currency will

Depreciate.
Eg: Average interestrates In Japan is less than1% , Singapore 2%, Sri Lanka 16%

Interest Rates

High interest rates might attract investors to a country which will push up the
exchange rate of that country. However the rate of inflation also plays a major part here
as what investors look at is the real interest rate.

1.e. Interest minus the rate of inflation.

Political Situation

The exchange rate of a country where the political stability is high, will
appreciate but however when there are temporary setbacks the currency may

depreciates temporarily.

Central Bank Intervention

Central banks now and then intervene in the market to defend its currency if a
currency moves beyond the expected level by selling or buying that currency.

Exchange Control
Where the monetary authority of the country determines the level of a currency
then it will fluctuate only within that band
eg : Sri Lanka rupee against US Dollar where the band is set at a percentage
between the buying and selling rates quoted by Central Bank of Sri Lanka.
Then the commercial banks can deal only within those rates.

Some of the terms used by Banks when they quote rates.

Value date:
The value date is the day on which the settlement of the foreign exchange
transaction is made.

Spot date:
Settlement after two working days from the transaction date.

Forward rate:
Any settlement beyond the spot date is considered as a forward settlement date.

Cash date:
Settlement of the transaction will take place on the same day.

Tom date:
Settlement of the transaction will take place on the next working day

BID:
The price at which the quoting bank will buy the currency quoted.

Offer:
The price at which the quoting bank will sell the currency quoted.

Buying rate:
Bank will buy one unit of foreign currency by paying the local currency
amount quoted

Selling rate:
Bank will sell one unit of foreign currency by receiving the local currency
amount quoted

TT rate:
Applicable rate to perform the transaction by way of swift / telex
communication.




Draft/Travelers cheques rate
Applicable rate to buy or sell foreign currency Drafts and Travelers cheques

Currency rate
Applicablerate to buy or sell 1 unit of foreign currency notes

Forward Exchange rate
A forward exchange rate is the price now ( in terms of quoted currency) of
buying or selling base currency for delivery on a future date. This price reflects
the cost of hedging the risks involved in providing a forward deal.

The components of a Exchange rate quoted by the banks
cost ( The rate which the bank could buy or sell in the market)

+or - margin (Thisistocoverthe banks'expensesand adverse fluctuations)
+or - interest (The financial costincurred by the bank)

Banks buy foreign currencies on a lower rate and sell at a higher rate.

Here are some ways to reduce currency risk when dealing with international
contractors, suppliers and clients:

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Invoicing in home currency

If exports and imports are invoiced in Sri Lankan rupee, the exchange risk is
transferred to the counter party. The exporter will receive the same amount of rupees
whether the buyer’s country currency has appreciated or depreciated. Similarly, if the
import is invoiced in Sri Lanka rupees then irrespective of what happens to the foreign
suppliers currency, the importer will pay the same amount of rupees as given in the
invoice. Since Sri Lankan rupee is not convertible and not traded in the international
foreign exchange markets exports and imports are rarely invoiced in Sri Lankan
rupees.

Forward Exchange Contract

A forward exchange contract has been described as "An immediately firm and
binding contract between a Bank and its customer for the purchase or sale of a
specified quantity of a stated foreign currency at a rate of exchange fixed at the time
that the forward exchange contract is made, for performance by delivery of and
payment for the stated foreign currency on a date, or between two specific dates in the
future”

Note:

As the Sri Lankan rupee is now allowed to float and the rate of exchange is
determined mainly by the supply and demand, it is advisable for customers to study the
strength of the Sri Lankan rupee and the strength of the foreign currency in the spot and
forward markets before entering into a forward exchange contract.

The forward exchange rates are not forecast of what spot rates will be in the
future.

There are three types of forward exchange contracts available for customers.
1.Fixed contracts

The contract is said to be fixed when the customer agrees to perform the
contract either by delivering or taking delivery of the foreign currency on a particular
date at the expiry of the fixed period.

Eg:- If a customer enters into a forward contract on Ist April to purchase
Sterling at 3 months fixed, the contract matures on 1st July and he should take delivery
of the sterling on the 1st July. He cannot take delivery earlier or later than 1st July. The
date s fixed.
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2. Full option Contracts

Ifa customer enters into a forward contract on 1st April to purchase sterling on
3 Months full option forward period, he can then exercise his option as to when he
wishes to take delivery of the sterling.
ie. on any day between 1st April and 1st July.

The contract is said to be option as he exercises his option when he is choosing
the date to perform the contract.

3. Fixed cum Option Contracts.

If a customer enters into a forward contract on 1st April to purchase sterling at 3
months period stating he will purchase the sterling after 2 months but during the period
of 3rd month. Here he is sure that he will not require the foreign exchange during the
first 2 months( ie April and May), but it will be required for him any day during the 3rd
month( ie in June)

Note: Bankers will quote better rates for Fixed contracts and low rates for full option
contracts as their counter dealings are purely dependant on the delivery dates.

The exchange rate agreed by forward contract will be applied for the transaction
mentioned in the deal even if the rates go upwards or downwards.

Cancellation of Forward exchange contracts.

If a forward exchange contract cannot be completed on maturity by the
customer, it must be closed out by means of a compensating spot deal, involving the
purchase or sale of the foreign currency at the spot rate ruling at the time. If there is a
loss in the cancellation of contract it will be passed on to the customer.

Extension of Forward exchange contracts.

If a customer is unable to deliver the currency or unable to take delivery of the
currency under the forward contract, but wishes to do so at some time in the near
future, then request the bank to extend the contract. In this case bank will quote a new
rate for the contract prevailing on the maturity date. Here again if there is a loss by
extending the contract that loss will be passed on to the customer.

By entering into a Forward Exchange contract a Sri Lankan Importer or
Exporter will get the following benefits.

+¢ Eliminates their exchange risk to future foreign exchange rate fluctuations.
%+ Able to calculate the exact Rupee value of an International Commercial contract
although payment is to be made or received in the future in a foreign currency.

¢ Their Budgets can be planned well in advance.

¢ Profits or loss in the deal can be determined in advance.
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% Cash flow arrangements can be made in advance if accounts get overdrawn.
% Main importers can calculate and quote prices for their local buyers in advance.

You will note that the Forward Exchange Contracts eliminates any risk of loss
through fluctuations in exchange rates. At the same time it also removes the possibility
of'any exchange profits by way of speculation.

Foreign currency borrowing / deposits

1. Borrowing An exporting company with anticipated receivables can borrow the
appropriate amount of foreign currency as a Foreign currency loan ( subject to its
credit worthiness). They can convert the foreign currency into home currency
immediately at the current spot rate. When the proceeds of the export bill received,
they can settle their foreign currency loan with those exports proceeds which will
be received in foreign currency. The duration of the loan and the maturity period of
the export bill must match with each other.

2. Deposits An importing company with anticipated currency payments for their
imports can obtain that currency by paying in their home currency immediately at
the current spot rate and place it on deposits until it required for settlement of the
import bill.

*  Exporters and importers may request their bankers for them to advise on matters
relating to Foreign Exchange Risks

* Risks in fluctuation of foreign currency rates can be eliminated to certain extend by
taking the above precautions.

Questions on Banking Practice -
Negotiable instruments

01. A promissory note is endorsed by the payee, and is negotiated to a holder in
due course. When the note is presented for payment it is discovered that the
maker's signature is a forgery.

a) Can the holder recover from the endorser, whether the latter is or is
notaware of the forgery?

b) Is the case altered if the holder omits to present the note on the due
date?

Answer:

a) Ifthe holder gives notice of dishonour within the time allowed [ see Bills of
Exchange Act, sec.49 (12) ], he can recover from the endorser, who by his
endorsement has engaged that on due presentment the note shall be paid,
and thatifit be dishonoured he will compensate the holder or a subsequent
endorser who is compelled to pay it, provided that the requisite
proceedings on dishonour be duly taken; and who is moreover
precluded from denying to his immediate or a subsequent endorsee that
the note was at the time of his endorsement a valid and subsisting note.
[Sec.55 (2), applied to promissory notes by sec. 89 ]

b) According to see.87 (1) of the Bills of Exchange Act,1882, where a
promissory note is in the body of it made payable at a particular place it
must be presented for payment at that place in order to render the maker
liable; in any other case, presentment for payment is not necessary in
order to render the maker liable. It follows that omission to present the
note on the due date will not affect the rights of the holder unless the note is
made payable at a particular place.

02. Is a banker legally justified in returning at once to his customer A a cheque
drawn on himself by his customer B, and paid into A's credit. there not being
atthe moment sufficient funds on B's account to meet it?

Answer: Yes.

03. A customer has a credit balance of Rs. 100, and there are presented for payment
on the same day.




a) Acheque for Rs. 50inthe clearing, and a cheque for Rs. 70 atthe counter:
OR

b) Cheques for Rs.50and Rs. 70, both in the same clearing;
OR

c) Two cheques each for Rs. 50 and Rs. 70, both in the same clearing.
which cheques should the banker pay, if he is not prepared to allow his
customer an overdraft?

Answer:

The banker is at liberty legally to dishonour whichever cheque in any of
these instances he may elect. In practice, an effort will usually be made to
limit the damage to the customer's credit as far as can be judged from the
amounts and named payees for the cheques in question. without, of
course, any responsibility whatsoever to refer to the drawer customer or to
make special enquiries. The normal course is to pay cheques strictly in the
order in which they are presented, but the banker has complete freedom
to, decide which cheque may be paid when two or more are presented at
the sametime.

04. Is a banker ever justified in questioning payment of an open cheque duly
endorsed and in order, which is presented across the counter.
Answer:
Yes. If there is any doubt as to the bona fides of the transaction, the banker would
be justified in making enquiries.

05. A cheque has written across its face the name of a bank, without the parallel
transverse lines. Does this constitute a crossing within the meaning of the Act?
Answer:
Yes; itis a special crossing. [ see Bills of Exchange Act, sec 76 (2) ].

06. Isa perforated crossing a legal crossing within the meaning of the Act, or must
it be written or printed on the face of the cheque?
Answer:

Crossing a cheque by perforation is considered to come within the words of
the Bills of Exchange Act, sec.76(1)

07. Achequeispresented having lines * thus across it.
Does this constitute a crossing, or does it cancel and annul the cheque?




Answer:

Such a mark does not come within the definition of a crossing contained in
the Bills of Exchange Act, sec 76, and the banker would be justified in
asking for information as to whether it was intended for a cancellation.

A cheque crossed generally is presented for payment at the counter of the
drawee banker by the payee, who is personally known to him. Can he safely
pay the cheque?

Answer:

09.

Normal banking practice would be to insist upon the cheque being
presented through a banker or paid into the payee's bank account through
the drawee banker, who would then be acting as agent for
collection for the payee's own banker. However since the banker
personally knows the payee it is not considered that he would be at risk
because he is paying to the true owner to whom alone he would be liable
under the terms of the Bills of Exchange Act 1882, sec79(2)

It should not however be overlooked that the payee may possibly have
acquired the cheque by fraud, in which case the drawer would not have
'received the benefit of the payment'.

How long does a customer's order. Countermanding payment of a cheque
drawn by him. remain in force? Can the banker limit his liability, in the event
ofhis inadvertently paying the cheque, to a period of, say, three months?

For ever. Three is on way in which a banker can limit his liability except by
express agreement with his customer.

Can a banker evade the consequences incurred by his paying a 'stopped'
cheque,if he gives the customer notice when receiving the 'stop' that he will
not hold himself responsible for any loss that may be incurred if it be paid
inadvertenly?

Answer:

A gives B a post-dated cheque, and the latter, before the date of the cheque.
Negotiates it in payment of a debt to C, who takes it without notice of any
dispute between A and B. A stops payment of the cheque, B not having
fulfilled his contract. Does the fact of the cheque being post-dated when
negotiated prevent C acquiring a good title with full recourse against A?

Answer:

No; Under sec,13(2) of the Bills of Exchange Act a bill or cheque is not

e o e
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invalid by reason only that it is post-dated, and in the circumstances C is a
holder in due course under sec, 29, and can sue A.

12.  An open cheque is presented for payment. but before the money has passed
from the banker to the person presenting it, an order is received from the
drawer stopping its payment. The holder is then informed that the drawer has
stopped payment, but he insists on payment on the ground that presentation
was prior to the receipt of the ' stop '. What is the banker's proper course, to
pay, or to refuse to pay?

Answer:

If the order to stop payment is received before the money is actually laid
on the counter the cheque should not be paid [ Chambers V. Miller (1862)]

13. Can a customer stop payment of a cheque which, earlier in the same day, has
been paid in by another customer of the same bank and branch for the credit of
his account?

Answer:

If the customer who paid the cheque in did not ask whether it was paid or
not, and the bank did not, by word or act, give him to understand that it was
paid, the drawer may stop payment of it at any time before the close of
business.

14. Is a banker justified is dishonouring a customer's cheque if he has sufficient
funds in his hands to pay it. On the ground merely that had the banker paid the
cheque there would not have been sufficient balance left on the account to pay
the charges incurred to date but not yet due?

Answer: No

15. A cheque bearing date November 31, bur regular in all other respects, is
presented for payment on November 30. Should it be paid?
Answer: Yes, As November 31 is animpossible date.

16. What action should a paying banker take when an undated cheque which is

otherwise in order is presented for payment?

Answer: The cost adopted by the banker will normally depend upon the amount of
the cheque in question, the standing of the drawer and any surrounding
circumstances. Although a cheque is not invalid by reason that it is not
dated, the bank may, if it so wishes, return the cheque with the answer '
Undated ' or ' date incomplete '. This course can be adopted where
circumstances demand caution.




Strictly speaking, the paying banker is entilled to fill in the date if he is '
the person in possession of it' within the meaning of sec.20(1) of the Bills
of Exchange Act, 1882; but sub-sec.(2) states that, in order that the
instrument when completed may be enforceable against any person who
became a party thereto prior to its completion against any person who
became a party thereto prior to its completion., it must be filled up strictly
in accordance with the authority given. It is difficult to see what authority
the customer can be supposed to have given to the banker in such
circumstances.

17. As a general rule, how soon after date would a banker return a cheque
marked 'out of date'?
Answer: Mostbanks regard six months as the appropriate period.

18. A post-dated cheque is given by A to B, who presents it for payment. Can the
bankers refuse payment on the ground that the cheque is post-dated, seeing that
sec.13(2) of the Bills of Exchange Act states that a bill is not invalid by reason
only that is post-dated, and by secs. 10 (1) and 73 a cheque is payable on

demand?

Answer:

The banker should refuse to pay such a cheque before the date which it
bears.

19. A banker has debited his customer's account with a post-dated cheque,
has subsequently refused payment of a cheque for want of funds. Is the banker
liable to an action for dishonour?

Answer:

The banker is liable for dishonouring the subsequent cheque. He should
not have paid the post-dated cheque.

20. A draws a post-dated cheque in favour of B, who at once present it across
the counter, and the bankers pay it , not noticing until after doing so that it was
post-dated. They cannot debit A's account until the date on which the cheque
is payable. In the meanwhile, can A stop its payment, and, if so, what is the
bankers position?

Answer:

There is nothing to prevent the customer from stopping payment of the
cheque at any time before the date which it bears, and if he does so, the
bankers stand to lose the money.




21. What is the practice of bankers when a cheque is presented in which the
amount expressed in figures differs from that expressed in words?

Answer:
Although sec.9(2) of the Bills of Exchange Act provides that where the
sum payable is expressed in words and also in figures, and there is the
discrepancy between the two, the sum denoted by the words is the
amount payable, the usual practice of bankers is to return the cheque with
the answer thereon 'words and figures differs', though where the
difference inamountis insignificant paymentis sometimes made.

22. Is a banker justified in a paying a cheque which has the amount written only
in words, and not in figures? Can he, or should he, refuse payment on the ground
ofthe cheque being 'incomplete '?

Answer:

The cheque is notincomplete; though unusual in form, and should be paid.

23. What is the practice of bankers as to payment of cheque where the figures
are inserted in the usual place, but the sum is not expressed in words in the body
ofthe cheque?

Answer:

In the absence of special arrangements with the drawer, it is customary for
bankers to refuse payment of cheques, the amount of which is expressed
in figures only.

24. On what ground is it customary for bankers to refuse payment of mutilated
cheques and dividend warrants?

Answer:
On the ground that the mutilation may perhaps be evidence of an intended
cancellation. Unless torn completely in two, the document would usually
be paid.

25. A banker observes that a cheque he has received from a customer for
credit of his account is irregular. Is it proper for the banker to return such a
cheque at once to the customer without presenting it, or should it be presented
for the purpose of obtaining of official answer of the drawees?

Answer:

It is desirable to return cheque at once to the parties from whom they are
received or to communicate with them, when the cheques are observed to
be incomplete orirregular, so as to save delay in their collection.




26. Is a banker, before payment of a cheque drawn on him and payable to
bearer, entitled to demand the endorsement of the party receiving the money?
Answer:
No

27. A cheque is drawn 'Pay bearer (J.Smith) or order', is it payable to bearer or
order?
Answer:
The cheque requires J.Smith's endorsement if presented for payment at a
Bank counter.

28. How should a married woman endorse a cheque drawn payable to her in her
maiden name?
Answer:
Either by signing her maiden name, adding, if she chooses, her married
name below (sec, 32(4) of the Bills of Exchange Act), or by signing, for
example, 'Jane Smith, formerly (or nee) Jane Jones'.

29. Is the cheque payable to J.Smith correctly endorsed 'J.H.Smith', or cheque
payable to J.H.Smith correctly endorsed 'J.Smith'?
Answer:
No; The endorsement will not be considered to correspond with the
payee's name if aninitial or fore- name is either added or omitted.

30. May a cheque payable to James McGregor be endorsed 'James MacGregor',
or conversely?
Answer:
No; 'Mc'and 'Mac' are not considered to be inter -changeable.

31. Isanendorsementinblock letters (JOHN SMITH) aregular endorsement?

Highway robbery in the heart of city

I came to Colombo to sit a departmental exam held by the Bank of Ceylon, on
September 7, 1991. I was to travel back to Jaffna on the 09th by the train that leaves Fort
railway station at 5.45am, when i was waylaid humiliated and relived of my cash.

I'travelled from Dehiwela to Colombo Fort and got down from the CTB bus at 5.10am,
with no one around the place. As I started walking towards the Fort station crossing the road
under the overhead stair case I was accosted by three youths. Taking them to be security
officers [ walked up. They showed an identity card that was reddish in colour confirming that
they were security personnel. One of them asked where [ was bound to in Sinhala, and another
asked me whether [ was a 'tiger'. Replying in the negative I told them that my visit to Colombo
was to sit for an exam and that [ was an officer attached to Bank of Ceylon Chunnakam. They
said that it was alright and started examining my belongings which were in three travelling
bags.

One of the three spoke very fluent Tamil confirming my fears that they were not
security men but a dissident group bent on swindling. On the pretext of examining me one of
them put his hand into my hip-pocket and relieved me of the cash that was in it while
reprimanding me for carrying such a large amount of cash. He gave the bundle of currency
back to me after having taken Rs.6500. I did not dare question them although I was itching to
strike his face. | went to the station where there were very few passengers.

If daring robbery of this nature could take place right in the heart of the town in the
early hours of dawn with tube lights a hundred yards away, one begins to wonder whether this
group has its blessings of the law too. Well Sir, I am not bringing this matter for you to get me
back the cash I have lost but at least to give enough publicity so that this type of highway
robbery on poor, helpless visitors to the city do not occur again and they are not harassed and
humiliated in the manner [ had been.

This group that operates under the staircase opposite the Fort station has to be nabbed
at the earliest to prevent such mishaps in the future. I have already sent a complaint by
registered post to the OIC Fort in this regard.
